DISPOSAL OF BOARD OF EDUCATION PROPERTY - POLICY DN
Before a school administrative unit may dispose of property, the local Board of Education must be of the opinion that the property "is unnecessary or undesirable for public school purposes."

In the event that any personal or real property becomes surplus to the needs of Carteret County Schools, the Board of Education will make a finding to this effect and include that finding in a resolution authorizing the sale of the property.

REGULATION
Proper procedures for the disposal of Board of Education real or personal property in the public trust controlled by the Board of Education may be disposed of only by authority of the Carteret County Board of Education.  Personal property is considered any property other than real.

Before a school administrative unit may dispose of property, the Board of Education must be of the opinion that the property "is unnecessary or undesirable for public school purposes."  The school board shall make a finding to this effect and include that finding in a resolution authorizing the sale of the property.

No employee shall have the authority to dispose of board controlled public property without public declaration and direction by the Board.  

Personal property, on the other hand, may be disposed of by private sale if the item or group of similar items, is worth less than $5000.00.  For personal property of greater value, the school system must use competitive methods.
