Adhering to the philosophy and objectives of the school system and in accordance with state statutes and regulations, the principal is charged with carrying out and enforcing in an efficient, effective, reasonable, fair, and uniform manner mandated policies, rules, regulations, and laws.

Acting with the approval of the Superintendent and upon the advice of central office administrator, each principal shall be the chief administrator and instructional leader of the school and is directly responsible to the Superintendent.  All personnel assigned to the building shall be directly responsible to the principal.
