PARTICIPATION IN CURRICULAR



POLICY JPA

This policy shall apply to all students participating in curricular subject areas including, but not limited to, music, art, physical education and media center services and co-curricular activities including, but not limited to, athletics, cheerleading, marching band, and student government.

PARTICIPATION IN CURRICULAR



REGULATION JPA
AND CO-CURRICULAR ACTIVITIES

Before a student may participate in a curricular or co-curricular program, he or she must be properly enrolled in the Carteret County Public School System as a full time student. In order for the student to be properly enrolled in the school system, he or she must be assigned to a school as stated in Public School Law 115C-366 (a). 

A student meeting the requirements listed above will only be allowed to participate in a curricular or co-curricular activity if they have also met all of the requirements established by the individual school and the curricular or co-curricular association having governance over participation in the activity.

Alternative school students who meet all other eligibility requirements may participate in athletics for the school to which they would normally be assigned or to which they are currently assigned pursuant to Board Policy JECC (Assignment Out of Attendance Areas).  Also, the alternative school must not be providing any athletic programs as stipulated in the North Carolina High School Athletic Association’s Eligibility Handbook. The alternative schools referenced here are those operated by the school system itself. The principal of the school at which the students play shall be responsible for certifying their eligibility and shall have on file all records, including current attendance data, necessary to verify eligibility. Each such student shall be identified on the eligibility list, which shall be accompanied by a letter from the principal stating that these designated students meet all eligibility requirements.
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
