SKATEBOARD  PROHIBITION
School grounds, to include areas of vegetation, athletic fields, paved walkways and parking lots, and playgrounds, are designed to provide safe passage to and from buildings, enhance outdoor school activities, and beautify campuses.

The Board of Education has established policy for acceptable use of both facilities and grounds.

Vandalism often results when groups gather on school campuses for both prescribed and unprescribed purposes.  In an effort to help prevent unnecessary vandalism, the use of school campuses or other Board of Education property for the purpose of skateboarding is prohibited.

REGULATION 
The Board of Education prohibits the use of skateboards on any school campus or other Board of Education property.  Any person using a skateboard shall not enter any school campus or other Board of Education property.  The enforcement of the prohibition shall be as follows:


1.
Erect signs at each campus visible to the public at vehicle and pedestrian entrances with the words "Skateboarding Prohibited - Violators Will Be Prosecuted as Trespassers."  Other signs may be located as appropriate for the particular site.


2.
Inform law enforcement officials having jurisdiction of the prohibition and the desire to prosecute trespassers.


3.
Direct site managers to bring charges against all offenders.


4.
If vandalism is a part of the trespassing process, bring action to recover the cost of repair from the minor and/or his parent/guardian.
