TRAFFIC AND PARKING CONTROLS                                     
POLICY ECD
Driving and parking on school property are privileges granted by the School Board to persons who have reasons to be in the schools or on school property.

The school administration will develop, with local traffic authorities, a plan for accommodating the flow of traffic on school roadways, and traffic regulations, and will have responsibility for the assignment of parking areas to staff, students, and visitors to the schools.  Convenient parking areas will be designated for handicapped persons.

REGULATION
The policy of the Carteret County Board of Education requires that motor vehicles be parked on school property in a fashion which will not diminish the safety and welfare of students or the general public.  It shall be the responsibility of the principal of each school to designate areas where parking will or will not be permitted, thus assuring adequate access for emergency vehicles and the handicapped at all times.

To enforce order and safety, a sign no smaller than 24 inches by 24 inches shall be prominently displayed at each parking lot entrance which will read as follows:

                        PARKING LOT

Any Vehicle that is parked in an Undesignated Area or is obstructing the Normal Flow of Traffic Shall be Towed at the Expense of the Owner.
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2.
When school or community sponsored events are expected to draw large crowds, the sponsoring organization shall be responsible for providing a sufficient number of persons to direct traffic and assure safety and orderly parking on school premises.


3.
Parking shall be in designated areas only.



(a) Visitor parking spaces shall be designated near the school entrance.

(b) Spaces for handicapped parking shall be designated near a school entrance with access for the handicapped and in accordance with State and Federal Laws.

(c) Special parking areas may be designated and issued to staff and students.  

(d) Other privilege spaces may be designated for administrators, school finance officers, student council president and others as determined by the school principal.
