Sailfish - color dark blue on top, brown-blue laterally, silvery white underbelly; upper jaw elongated in form of spear; first dorsal greatly enlarged in the form of a sail, with many black spots, its front squared off, highest at its midpoint; pelvic fins very narrow, reaching almost to the anus; body covered with embedded scales, blunt at end; lateral line curved above pectoral, then straight to base of tail


Marlin -It has an elongated body that in larger species can be in excess of 4 m long, a spearlike snout, and a long rigid dorsal fin which extends forwards to form a crest. Marlin are fast swimmers, occurring in all seas and hunting small and large fish.



Sunfish

the largest bony fish in the world. It is a unique pelagic fish, and specimens of ocean sunfish have been observed up to 3.3 m (11 ft) in length and weighing up to 2,300 kg (5,100 lb).  Curiously, the Ocean Sunfish has a very small brain compared to its size: A 200 kg specimen may have a brain the size of a nut weighing only 4 g. It would explain their quiet behaviour and how often they get trapped into fisher nets.
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Angel Fish - have diagonal yellow and purplish-blue stripes on the body, and a curved black bar covering the eye.



Barracuda - elongated fish with powerful jaws. The lower jaw of the large mouth juts out beyond the upper. possess strong, fang-like teeth. These are unequal in size and set in sockets in the jaws on the roof of the mouth. The head is quite large and is pointed and it is pike-like in appearance. The gill-covers do not have spines and are covered with small scales.
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Blue Fin Tuna - one of the largest bony fishes. They can dive as deep as 914 m, and are known to swim long distances as they are a highly migratory species.
