Coast Trek - Residential is a week-long camp for highly motivated 11-12 year olds interested in coastal habitats of North Carolina. During the week, campers learn how to identify and classify the plants and animals that they collect and bring back to their own aquaria.  Each day is spent visiting a different habitat (or habitats) including Masonboro Island's beaches and marshes, the fouling community, saltmarshes and tidal creeks (by kayak), and the coquina outcrops native to our beaches.

Ocean Lab- Residential is a week-long, full day camp for highly motivated 13-14 year olds interested in marine science.  In Ocean Lab, campers will get to experience the four different fields of Marine Science.  Data and samples collected on a half-day research vessel cruise are used as the basis for most activities throughout the rest of the week.  Campers days include lab activities which include depth profiling, building an AUV, and a fish dissection AND field activities like kayaking through local saltmarshes and tidal creeks and collections at the coquina outcrop and beaches.
