This test is designed to provide a brief nonverbal measure of general ability that is administered in a one-to-one testing environment.  The NNAT-I is composted of figural matrix items.  This method of measuring ability independent from measurement of verbal, math, and reading skills, coupled with minimal motor requirements allows for a fair evaluation of general ability.
