Parents or guardians of eligible four-year-old children are encourage to register them in March for pre-kindergarten programs in Carteret County. Community agencies that sponsor preschool programs are collaborating efforts to serve at-risk four year old children. 


Registration will take place during March from 1-6 p.m. Those interested in applying for the 2012-2013 pre-kindergarten programs must do so at any of the following sites:

March 26 - Beaufort District, Carteret County Public Library, 1702 Live Oak Street, Beaufort;

March 27 - Hwy. 24 District - Bogue Sound and White Oak District, Western Park Community Center, 275 Old Hwy. 58, Cedar Point (in front of Western Park);

March 28 - Morehead District, Carteret County Health Department, 3820 Bridges St., Morehead City;

March 29 - Newport District, at St. James United Methodist Church, 1011 Orange St., Newport; and

March 30 - Down East – Atlantic, Harkers Island and Smyrna Districts, Smyrna Pentecostal Holiness Church, 85 Hwy. 70E, Smyrna;



The purpose of the pre-kindergarten program is to provide high quality educational experiences that will enhance school readiness for four-year-olds. The pre-kindergarten program is free and open to all those who meet the program requirements. Children must be 4 years old on or before August 31, 2012.


Pre-kindergarten programs focus on the child's health and physical development, social/emotional development, approaches toward learning, language development and communication, and cognition and general knowledge.


To register for pre-kindergarten for the 2012-2013 school year, parents or guardians should take their children to one of the sites on the days listed above for screening. Parents should take their child, their child’s certified birth certificate and proof of the income, such as a 2011 1040 tax return or W-2 form. It is important for parents to bring a certified copy of the birth certificate. Schools are not allowed to accept a “mother’s copy” of the birth certificate. Please gather these documents prior to the week of registration. Children will be screened on registration day.


Completed applications will be reviewed and acceptance notices will be mailed in June. Student placement is dependent upon program eligibility guidelines and space availability.
