A weblog (now more commonly known as a blog) is a web-based publication consisting primarily of periodic articles (normally in reverse chronological order). Blogs range in scope from individual diaries to arms of political campaigns, media programs, and corporations. They range in scale from the writings of one occasional author, to the collaboration of a large community of writers. Many weblogs enable visitors to leave public comments, which can lead to a community of readers centered around the blog; others are non-interactive. The totality of weblogs or blog-related websites is often called the blogosphere. The format of weblogs varies, from simple bullet lists of hyperlinks, to article summaries or complete articles with user-provided comments and ratings. Individual weblog entries are almost always date and time-stamped, with the newest post at the top of the page, and reader comments often appearing below it. 

How can you use this in your classroom?

If you do ANY TYPE of writing with your classes, you can have them write on a blog instead!  Journal entries, current event summary and analysis, creative writing and any other writing assignments.  Your blog is simply the assignment and the students’ blogs will respond to that assignment.

How will this make your life easier?

You can check your assignments without paperwork at home.  Student’s work will be posted on the web (after your critque, of course), so they are more likely to write better work.
